	Dons full protective equipment, including SCBA

	Selects the appropriate location to ventilate.

	Raises or ensures  the extension ladder is raised at least 5 rungs above the roof line.
	
	
	

	4.
	Sounds the roof for structural integrity before stepping onto the roof line.

	5.
	Works with the wind to the back.

	6.
	Locates roof supports by sounding roof with axe.
	X
	
	

	7.
	Marks the hole to be cut (4’X4”) on the roof using the pick head of the axe.
	
	
	

	8.
	Verbalizes removing the roofing material.

	9.
	Start saw, cuts decking diagonally along side the rafter.
	
	
	

	10.
	Completes cutting on all four sides, avoids cutting through rafters.

	11.
	Using the pick of the axe, pulls the decking up from the opposite side of the opening.

	12.
	Pushes the blunt end of the pike pole or other long handled tool through the hole to open the ceiling.
	
	
	

	13.
	Never applies water into an opening that is designed for ventilation purposes.
