	Measures off a section of rope, at least 3 times the distance between ladder rungs, to secure the coil when completed.

	2.
	Wraps remaining rope around ladder beams, using single then double layers.
	
	
	

	3.
	Wraps rope loose enough to be removed easily.
	
	
	

	4.
	Secures coil from beam to beam, using horizontal wraps, fastens with clove hitch.
	X
	
	

	5.
	Removes the rope coil from the ladder.
	
	
	

	6.
	Uses initial reserve section to tie coil for carrying, running reserved end through loops.
	
	
	

	7.
	Free end secured, doubled and inserted up through nearest coiled loops and down through coiled loops on opposite side.

	8.
	Inserts through opposite loop and pulled tightly.
	
	
	

	9.
	Carries rope coil to second story window and prepares to deploy rope out window.
	
	
	

	10.
	Uncoils rope by releasing tie, two or three loops pulled from inside end.
	
	
	

	11.
	Drops coil to the ground, retaining grasp on pulled out loops.

	12.
	Ensures no person beneath window before deploying rope.
