	Uses an approved carry to position the ladder to the point where is to be raised.

	2.
	Checks for overhead obstructions, moves if necessary.

	3.
	Lowers the butt of the ladder the approximate distance from the building that will provide the proper climbing angle.
	
	
	

	4.
	The firefighter at the butt, heels the ladder by standing on the bottom rung, crouches down and grasps a convenient rung or beams with both hands.

	5.
	After the ladder is vertical and if necessary, assists in pivoting the ladder so the fly is away from the building.
	
	
	

	6.
	Grasps the halyard and extends the tip to the desired elevation.

	7.
	After the fly is raised, assures that the locks are secure.

	8.
	Both firefighters gently lower the ladder against the wall/building
	
	
	

	9.
