	Employee positions handline parallel to other attack team, approx 3-5 feet apart.
	
	
	

	2.
	Team is positioned. #2 person arms length behind employee, #3 three (3) feet behind number w person.
	
	
	

	3.
	Sets nozzles flow for wide angle or penetrating fog pattern, minimum 125 gpm.
	
	
	

	4.
	Opens nozzle fully, briefly, to the side to expel air and test fog pattern.
	
	
	

	Team is instructed to “Go on Air”, starting SCBA airflow:

        Instructor positions self between teams.  Fire is lit by another instructor.

        Instructor gives command to open nozzle, overlap streams and attack fire.

        Instructor keeps hands on student’s shoulders and monitors advancement.

	Narrows and widens stream as necessary, sweeps fire out from side to side.
	
	
	

	6.
	Keeps leading edge of fog stream in contact with fuel surface at all times.
	
	
	

	7.
	Keeps streams overlapping at center. Once fire is out:

	Teams back up with shuffle steps.
	
	
	

	9.
	Nozzles shut down when out of the fire area.
