Fire Departments Should:

Mandate the use of seat belts
at all times the vehicle is in
motion

Ensure when feasible, each
crew riding position is within
fully enclosed personnel area
Ensure all interior crew and
driving compartment door
handles are designed and
installed to protect against
inadvertent opening

Ensure apparatus
maintenance includes
documented inspections of
seating areas

Develop and enforce SOPs
for backing fire apparatus
Prohibit members from riding
on tailboard
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Cab-forward engine, Massachusetts 2004

Fire Fighters Should:

Always wear seat belts at
all times the vehicle is in
motion

Never don or doff
protective clothing that
requires removal of any
restraints while vehicle is
moving

During routine apparatus
maintenance, inspect and
document all seating areas
Follow all SOPs for
backing fire apparatus
Never ride on tailboard or
any exposed position when
vehicle is in motion
